Q. Do you know what the relative risk is of

diabetes or hyperglycemia and what the confidence

intervals are if the dose is 400 milligrams of

Seroquel?

A. I haven't reviewed the data with respect

to dose for hyperglycemia other than the NDAs,

which were primarily 300 or more milligrams.

Q. SO is the answer to that you don't know

what the relative risk is of diabetes or

hyperglycemia or what the confidence levels are for

a dose of 400 milligrams of Seroquel?

MR. BLIZZARD: Object to the form.

Q. What is the relative risk of Seroquel

that you say exists for the risk of diabetes?

A. In the studies that have compared

Seroquel to general population, specifically

observational studies, the estimated relative risk

of diabetes, the relative risk ranges from a low of

1.7 to a high of 33.

In the aggregate of the studies that I

cited in this report from the clinical trials

conducted by AstraZeneca, the relative risk was

just over 2.
