Managed Health Services Pharmacy Program

Managed Health Services (MHS) covers prescription drugs and certain over-the-counter drugs when
ordered by a doctor. Some medications require prior authorization (PA).

Working with our pharmacy benefit managers (PBMs)

MHS works with two PBMs.

Caremark is the preferred provider of biopharmaceutlcals and injectables for MHS. US Script (formerly
BioScrip/ScripSolutions) administers all other prescribed drugs.

Certain drugs require PA to be approved for payment by MHS. These Include:
¢ Al medications not listed on the MHS Preferred Drug List (PDL)
* Some MHS preferred drugs (designated by PA on the PDL)

¢ Most injectables costing over $100, including Procrit, Neulasta and Neupogen. (Injectable cancer
medicatlons with indicatlons limlted to chemotherapy do not require PA.)

Slightly different guidelines for obtaining prior authorization are in place for the two PBMs.

Caremark - Biopharmaceuticals and Injectables
Caremark is the preferred provider of blopharmaceuticals and injectables for MHS.

Most injectables require PA to be approved for payment. Our medical director oversees the clinical review.
Follow these guidelines for the most efficient processing of your prior authorization requests:

1. Complete two forms:
» the MHS Request for Prior Authorization: Injectables, and the
» CAREMARK Enroll for RX Form (This is the prescription order)
2. Fax both completed forms to MHS at (414) 921-1718

3. Once the request is approved, MHS staff will notify you by phone or fax, and provide an
authorization number.

4. The request Is not approved untll you receive a PA number.

US Script (formerly BioScrip/ScripSolutions) — All Other Prescriptions

With the exceptions of biopharmaceuticals and injectables, US Script administers all prescribed drugs for
MHS.

All medications not listed on the MHS Preferred Drug List (PDL) and some MHS preferred drugs require
prior authorization to be approved for payment.

Foliow these guidelines efficient processing of your prior authotization requests:
1. Complete the MHS/US Script form:
» Request for Prior Authorization: Medication
2. Fax to US Script at 1-866-399-0929
3. Once approved, US Script natifies the prescriber by fax.

4. If the clinical information provided does not explain the medical necessity for the requested PA
medicatlon, US Scrlp responds to the prescrlber by fax, offering PDL alternatives.

5. For urgent or after-hours requests, a pharmacy can provide up to a 72-hour supply of medication
by calling 1-800-460-8988.
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We help keep you informed

The MHS Pharmacy Program director, a registered pharmacist, compiles current pharmacological policy
and information about important seasonal topics such as Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV) and influenza.
The informatlon is consistent with published guidelines and is mailed to network providers as a service.

The most current MHS preferred drug list can be downloaded from our website at www,mhswi.com.

The MHS Preferred Drug List (PDL)

The MHS PDL describes the circumstances under which contracted pharmacy providers will be
relmbursed for medications dispensed to members covered under the program.

The PDL does not:

a) Require or prohibit the prescribing or dispensing of any medication

b) Substitute for the independent professional judgment of the physician/clinician or pharmacist, or
c) Relieve the physician/clinician or pharmacist of any obligation to the patient or others

Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee

The MHS Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee continually evaluates the therapeutic classes included in
the PDL. The committee is composed of the MHS medical director, pharmacist and several community-
based primary care physicians and specialists.

The primary purpose of the committee Is to assist in developing and monitoring the MHS PDL and to
establish programs and procedures that promote the appropriate and cost-effective use of medications.

The P&T committee schedules meetings at least twice yearly, and coordinates reviews with a national P&T
committee which meets an additional 4 times a year.

Unapproved Use of Preferred Medication

Medication coverage under this program is limited to non-experimental indications as approved by the
FDA. Other indications may also be covered if they are accepted as safe and effective using current
medical and pharmaceutical reference texts and evidence-based medicine. Reimbursement decisions for
specific non-approved indications will be made by MHS in accordance with the procedures outlined in
Section lll. Experimental drugs, investigational drugs and drugs used for cosmetic purposes are not
eligible for coverage.

Prior Authorization Process

The MHS PDL includes a broad spectrum of brand name and generic drugs. Clinicians are encouraged to
prescribe from the MHS PDL for their patients who are members of MHS and Medicaid and BadgerCare
members of NHP.

Some preferred drugs require PA. Medications requiting PA are listed with a “PA'"' notation throughout the
PDL, including the index. In addition, all injectable medications (except Insulin, Glucagon Kit, Epi-pen,
Ana-Kit, Imitrex, and Depo-Provera) require PA.

The P & T committee has reviewed and approved, with input from its members and in consideration of
medical evidence, the list of drugs requiring prior authorization. This PDL attempts to provide appropriate
and cost-effective drug therapy to all participants covered under the MHS pharmacy program. if a patient
requires medication that does not appear on the PDL, the clinician can make a prior authorization request
for a non-preferred medication. It is anticipated that such exceptions will be rare and that PDL
medications will be approprlate to treat the vast majority of medical conditions.

A phone or fax-in process is available for PA requests.

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When calling, please have patient information, including Medicaid number, complete diagnosis,
medication history and current medications readily available.

Upon receipt of all necessary information, US Script will respond by fax or phone within 24 hours except
during weekends and holldays.

If the request is approved, information in the on-line pharmacy claims processing system will be
changed to allow the specific member to receive this specific drug. If the request is denied, information
about the denlal will be provided to the clinician.

Clinicians are requested to utilize the PDL when prescribing medication for those patients covered by the
MHS pharmacy program. If a pharmacist receives a prescription for a drug that requires a prior
authorization request, the pharmacist should attempt to contact the cliniclan to request a change to a
product included in the PDL.

Members
cannot be assisted If they call the PA toll-free number.

72-Hour Emergency Supply Policy

State and Federal law require that a pharmacy dispense a 72-hour (3-day) supply of medication to any
patient awaiting a PA determination. The purpose s to avoid interruption of current therapy or delay in the
initiation of therapy. All participating pharmacies are authorized to provide a 72-hour supply of medication
and will be reimbursed for the ingredient cost and dispensing fee of the 72-hour supply of medication,
whether or not the PA request is ultimately approved or denied.

The pharmacy must call the US Script Pharmacy Help Desk at 800-460-8988 for a prescription
override to submit the 72-hour medication supply for payment.

Specific Exclusions

emergency supply policy:

¢ Cosmetic drugs

e Experimental drugs

* Fertility drugs

¢ Immunological agents and vaccines

* Jmpotence drugs

« Injectables (except for in-home use administered by patient)
« Medica! supplles and durable medical equipment (except those listed in the PDL)
e Nutritional and dietary supplements

¢ OTC products (except those listed in the PDL)

¢ Topical minoxidil

Newly Approved Products

Newly Approved drug products will not normally be placed on the preferred drug list during their first six
months on the market. During this period, access to these medications will be considered through the PA
review process.
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Step Therapy

Medications requiring step therapy are listed with an ST notation throughout the preferred drug list.
Preferred drugs that currently require step therapy are:
e Accolate - previous therapy with albuterol or steroid inhaler.
e Elidel - previous therapy with toplcal steroids.
* Singulair - previous therapy with albuterol or steroid inhaler.
 Xopenex - previous therapy with aerosolized albuterol.

The MHS claims system will automatically check the member profile for evidence of prior or current usage
of the required agent. If there is evidence of the required agent on the member's profile, the claim will
automatically process. If not, the claims system will notify the pharmacist that a PA is required.

Policy for Injectable Drugs

Injections that are self-administered by the member and/or a family member and appear on the PDL are
covered by the MHS pharmacy program. Insulin, Glucagon Kit, Epi-pen, Ana-Kit, Imitrex, and Depo-
Provera are covered by MHS and do not require a PA.

All other injectables require PA.

Dispensing Limits - Quantity and Age

All drugs may be dispensed up to a maximum 30-day supply. A total of 80 percent (80%) of the days
supplied must have elapsed before the prescription can be refilled, i.e., a prescription can be refilled after
24 days.

Medications with a quantity limit are listed with a “QL" notation throughout the PDL. Medications with an
age limit are listed with an “AL" notation throughout the PDL. The drugs listed below have quantity or age
limits.

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Mandatory Generic Substitution

MHS requires that generic substitution be made when a generic equivalent is available. All branded
products that have an A-rated generic equivalent will be relmbursed at the maximum allowable cost price,
The provision Is waived for the following products due to their narrow therapeutic index:

Aminophylline, Amiodarone, Carbamazepine, Clozapine, Cyclosporine, Digoxin, Disopyramide,
Ethosuximide, Flecainide, L-thyroxine, Lithium, Phenytoin, Procainamide, Propafenone, Theophyliine,
Thyroid, Valproate Sodium, Valproic Acid, Wartfarin.

Over-The-Counter Medications

The pharmacy program covers a large selection of over-the-counter medications (OTC). All covered OTC's
appear in the PDL. All OTC medications must be written on a valid prescription, by a licensed
physlcian/clinician, in order to be reimbursed.

DESI or LTE Drugs

DESI drug products and known related drug products are defined as less than effective by the Food and
Drug Administration, because there s a lack of substantial evidence of effectiveness for all labeling
indications and because a compelling justification for their medical need has not been established. State
programs may allow coverage of certain DESI drugs. Any DESI drugs that are covered by MHS are listed
in the MHS PDL.

Contacts for Pharmacy Appeals/Grievances

Members

In the event that a member disagrees with the decislon regarding coverage of a medication, the member
may file a grievance with MHS by calling a MHS member advocate at (888) 713-6180 (Phone) or (414)
345-4649 (Fax).

Physicians / clinicians

In the event that a clinician or member disagrees with the decision regarding coverage of a medication,
the clinician may request reconsideration by submitting additional Information to US Script. The additional
information may be provided verbally or in writing. A decision will be rendered by a US Script clinical
pharmagcist and the clinician will be notified with a faxed response. If the denial is upheld, the clinician wlll
be notified of the appeal process at that time.

In the event that a clinician or member disagrees with the decision of the clinical pharmacist, the clinician
may file a written appeal to the Clinical Coordinator at US Script. Additional information and/or supporting
documentation should be included with the request. US Script will notify the clinician in writing with the
standard appeal decision. A decision will be rendered within three (3) business days of recelpt of complete
information,

If the denial is upheld, the clinician will be notified of the MHS appeal process.

An expedited appeal may be requested at any time the provider believes the adverse determination might
serlously Jeopardize the life or health of a member. A response will be rendered within the same day as
receipt of complete information. In certain circumstances that require research, consultation with the US
Script Medical Advisor and/or literature review, a same day response may not be possible. A 72-hour

emergency supply of the medication will be provided to the patient until the expedited appeal review Is
completed.

In the event that the clinician or member disagrees with the appeal decision of the US Script Clinical
Coordinator, the clinician may then appeal this decision in writing to the MHS Medical Director via fax at
(414) 921-1718.

Working with our pharmacy benefit managers (PBMs)

MHS warks with two PBMs.

Caremark is the preferred provider of biopharmaceuticals and injectables for MHS. US Script (formerly
BloScrip/ScripSolutions) administers all other prescribed drugs.

Certain drugs require PA to be approved for payment by MHS. These include;
® All medications not listed on the MHS Preferred Drug List (PDL)
* Some MHS preferred drugs (designated by PA on the PDL)

® Most injectables costing over $100, including Pracrit, Neulasta and Neupogen. (Injectable cancer
medications with indications limited to chemotherapy do not require PA,)

Slightly different guidelines for obtaining prior authorization are in place for the two PBMs.

Caremark - Biopharmaceuticals and Injectables

Caremark is the preferred provider of biopharmaceuticals and [njectables for MHS.

Most injectables require PA to be approved for payment. Our medical director oversees the clinical review.
Follow these guidelines for the most efficient processing of your prior authorization requests:

1. Complete two forms:
= the MHS Request for Prior Authorization: Injectables, and the
« CAREMARK Enroll for RX Form (This is the prescription order)
2. Fax both completed forms to MHS at 414-259-2155

3. Once the request is approved, MHS staff will notify you by phone or fax, and provide an
authorization number.

4. The request is not approved until you receive a PA number.

US Script (formerly BioScrip/ScripSolutions) ~ All Other Prescriptions

With the exceptions of biopharmaceuticals and injectables, US Script administers all prescribed drugs for
MHS.

All medications not listed on the MHS Preferred Drug List (PDL) and some MHS preferred drugs require
prior authorization to be approved for payment.

Follow these guidelines for efficient processing of your prior authorlzation requests:
1. Complete the MHS/US Script form:

State and Federal law require that a pharmacy disperise a 72-hotir (3-day) supply of medicalion to any
patient awaiting a PA delermination, The purpese is to avoid intarruption of eurrent therapy or delay in the
initiation of therapy. All participating pharmacies are aulhorized to provide a 72-heur supply of medication
and will be reimbursed for the ingredient cost and dispensing fee of the 72-hour supply of medicatlon,
whether or not the PA request is ultimately approved or denied.

The pharmacy must call the US Script Pharmacy Help Desk at 800-460-8988 for a prescription
override to submit the 72-hour medication supply for payment.

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Step Therapy

Medications requiring step therapy are listed with an “ST" notation throughout the preferred drug fist.
Preferred drugs that currently require step therapy are:

* Elidel - previous therapy with topical steroids.

The MHS claims system will autornatically check the member profile for evidence of prior or current usage
of the required agent.

Tablet Splitting

The following drugs have opportunities for tablet splitting and it is requested that they be ordered as 1/2
tablets of higher strengths when appropriate. Drug classes such as the statins may become mandatory
with time.

Contacts for Pharmacy Appeals/Grievances

Members

In the event that a member disagrees with the decision. regarding coverage of a medication, the member
may file a grievance with MHS by calling a MHS member advocate at (888) 713-6180 (Phone) or (414)

Physicians / clinicians

In the event that a clinician or membar disagrees with the decision regarding Coverage of a medication,
the clinician may reguest reconsideration by submitting additional information to US Seripl. The additional
information may be provided verbally or in writing. A decision will be rendered by a US Seripl. elinical
pharmacist and the clinician will be notified with a faxed response, If the denfal is upheld, the clinician will
bie natified of the appeal process at that time.

In the event that a elinician or member disagrees with the declsion of the clinical pharmagist, the ¢liniciany -
may file a written appeal to the Clinical Coordinator at US Seript. Additional information and/or supporting
documentation should be included with the request. US Script will notify the clinician In writing with the
standard appeal decision. A decision will be rendered within three (3) business days of receipt of cormplete
infermation.

If the denial is upheld, the clinician will be notliied of the MHS appeal process,

An expedited appeal may be requested at any time the provider believes the adverse determination might
seriously jeopardize the life or health of a member. A response will be rendered within the same day as
recaipt of complete information. In certain circumstances that require research, consultation with the US
Seript Medical Advisor and/or literature review, a same day response may not be possible. A 72-hour
emergency supply of the medication will be provided to the patient until the expedited appeal review is
completed,

In the event that the clinician or member disagrees with the appeal decision of the US Script Clinical
Coordinator, the clinician may then appeal this decision in writing to the MHS Medical Director via fax at
414-259-2155,

Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder

For the management of attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) , the
initial oral daily dosage of clonidine hydrochloride in pediatric patients is 0.05 mg
given as a single dose at bedtime.162 Thereafter, dosages may be cautiously
increased over a period of 2-4 weeks, in order to minimize development of adverse

Pediatric Use. Safety and efficacy not established in children younger than 18 years
of age.2>

FDA warns that a greater risk of suicidal thinking or behavior (suicidality) occurred
during first few months of antidepressant treatment (4%) compared with placebo
(2%) in children and adolescents with major depressive disorder, obsessive-
compulsive disorder (OCD), or other psychiatric disorders based on pooled analyses
of 24 short-term, placebo-controlled trials of 9 antidepressant drugs (selective
serotonin-reuptake inhibitors [SSRIs] and other antidepressants).100. 102, 103
However, a more recent meta-analysis of 27 placebo-controlled trials of 9
antidepressants (SSRIs and others) in patients younger than 19 years of age with
major depressive disorder, OCD, or non-OCD anxiety disorders suggests that the
benefits of antidepressant therapy in treating these conditions may outweigh the
risks of suicidal behavior or suicidal ideation.192

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Atomoxetine (Strattera)

Atomoxetine hydrochloride is used as an adjunct to psychological, educational,
social, and other remedial measures in the treatment of ADHD (hyperkinetic
disorder, hyperkinetic syndrome of childhood, minimal brain dysfunction) in adults
and children 6 years of age and older.1 Efficacy of the drug for this indication was
established in short-term (6-9 weeks) controlled clinical studies in children and
adolescents 6-18 years of agel % 12 12 and also in 10-week controlled clinical studies
in adults who met DSM-1V criteria for ADHD.. 11 Efficacy of atomoxetine in the
treatment of ADHD also was established in one longer-term (12 months) controlled
clinical study in children and adolescents 6-15 years of age.2- 13 18

In controlled clinical studies in children 7-13 years of age with ADHD, therapy with
atomoxetine (mean final dosage of 1.6 mg/kg daily, administered in 2 divided doses
in the morning and late afternoon for 9 weeks) was more effective than placebo in
decreasing inattention and hyperactive/impulsive symptoms, as measured by the
ADHD Rating Scale-IV-Parent Version (ADHDRS), Clinical Global Impressions-
ADHD-Severity (CGI-ADHD-S), and Conners Parent Rating Scale-Revised: Short
Form (CPRS-R:S).L 10 n another controlled clinical study in children and adolescents
6-16 years of age with ADHD, therapy with atomoxetine (mean final dosage of 1.3
mg/kg once daily in the morning for 6 weeks) was more effective than placebo in
decreasing inattention and hyperactive/impulsive symptoms, as measured by the
ADHDRS, Conners Parent Rating Scale, and Conners Teacher Rating Scale.l- 4

In a randomized, placebo-controlled, dose-response study with atomoxetine (0.5,
1.2, or 1.8 mg/kg daily, administered in 2 divided doses in the morning and late
afternoon for 8 weeks) in children and adolescents 8-18 years of age with ADHD,
therapy with atomoxetine 1.2 or 1.8 mg/kg daily was more effective than placebo in
decreasing inattention and hyperactive/impulsive symptoms, as measured by the
ADHDRS, and improving social and family functioning, as measured by the Child
Health Questionnaire (CHQ).12 Patients receiving atomoxetine 0.5 mg/kg daily
exhibited responses intermediate to those observed in patients receiving placebo or
atomoxetine at higher dosages (1.2 or 1.8 mg/kg daily), but no differences in
response were observed between patients receiving dosages of 1.2 versus 1.8
mg/kg daily.12

In an open-label, multicenter study in boys 7-15 years of age and girls 7-9 years of
age with ADHD, therapy with atomoxetine (up to 2 mg/kg daily, administered in 2
divided doses in the morning and late afternoon) or methylphenidate (up to 60 mg
daily, administered once daily or in 2 or 3 divided doses) for 10 weeks produced
similar results in the reduction of ADHD symptoms; however, double-blind clinical
studies are needed to establish the comparative efficacy and tolerance of these
therapies.2
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In a randomized, double-blind, placebo-controlled maintenance study, 604 children
and adolescents 6-15 years of age with ADHD initially received open-label
atomoxetine (1.2-1.8 mg/kg daily in 2 divided doses) for 10 weeks.1- 13 18 Patients
who responded to therapy during the open-label phase were randomized at week
12 to receive either atomoxetine (at the same dosage) or placebo for an additional 9

e Autistic Disorder
Risperidone is used for the management of irritability associated with autistic
disorder in children and adolescents, including symptoms of aggression towards

others, deliberate self-injuriousness, temper tantrums, and quickly changing
moods.3L 33, 104, 105, 106, 107, 108

Short-term efficacy of risperidone in children and adolescents with autistic disorder
has been demonstrated in 2 placebo-controlled trials of 8 weeks' duration in
children and adolescents (aged 5-16 years) who met the DSM-IV criteria for autistic
disorder 3L 104 105 Qver 90% of the patients in these 2 trials were under 12 years of
age and the majority weighed over 20 kg (weight range: 16-104.3 kg) 31 104 105 The
principal rating instruments used for assessing efficacy in these trials were the
Aberrant Behavior Checklist (ABC) and the Clinical Global Impression-Change (CGI-
C) scale.3L 104 105 The primary outcome measure in both trials was the change from
baseline to endpoint in the Irritability subscale of the ABC (ABC-I), which measures
the emotional and behavioral symptoms of autism, including aggression toward
others, deliberate self-injuriousness, temper tantrums, and rapidly changing
moods.3L 104 105 The CGI-C rating at endpoint was a co-primary outcome measure in
one of the studies.21- 104

In the first 8-week, placebo-controlled trial, children and adolescents with autistic
disorder aged from 5 to 16 years received twice daily placebo or risperidone 0.5-3.5
mg daily on a weight-adjusted basis, starting at 0.25 mg daily or 0.5 mg daily if
baseline weight was less than 20 kg or 20 kg or greater, respectively; dosage was
then titrated according to clinical response.2L 194 Risperidone (mean modal dosage
of 1.9 mg/day; equivalent to 0.06 mg/kg daily) was found to substantially improve
scores on the ABC-I subscale and the CGI-C scale compared with placebo in this
study.3L 104

In the second 8-week, placebo-controlled trial, children and adolescents with
autistic disorder aged from 5-12 years were given an initial risperidone dosage of
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0.01 mg/kg daily, which was then titrated up to 0.02-0.06 mg/kg daily based on
clinical response.10% 105 Risperidone (mean modal dosage of 0.05 mg/kg daily;
equivalent to 1.4 mg daily) improved scores on the ABC-I subscale compared with

placebo.104 105

The efficacy of risperidone for long-term use (i.e., longer than 8 weeks) in children
and adolescents with autistic disorder has been demonstrated in an open-label
extension of the first 8-week, placebo-controlled trial in which patients received
risperidone for 4 or 6 months (depending on whether they received risperidone or
placebo in the double-blind study).3% 104 106 During the open-label treatment period,
patients were maintained on a mean modal risperidone dosage of 1.8-2.1 mg daily
(equivalent to 0.05-0.07 mg/kg daily).104 106

Children and adolescents who maintained their positive response to risperidone
(defined as at least a 25% improvement on the ABC-I subscale and a CGI-C rating of
much improved or very much improved) during the 4-6 month open-label
treatment period (average duration of therapy was 140 days) were randomized to
receive either risperidone or placebo during an 8-week, double-blind withdrawal
trial 104 107 A substantially lower relapse rate was observed in the risperidone group
compared with the placebo group during the pre-planned interim analysis of data
from this trial.104 107 Based on the interim analysis results, the study was terminated
since a statistically significant effect on relapse prevention was demonstrated.104 107
Relapse was defined as at least a 25% worsening on the most recent assessment of
the ABC-I subscale (in relation to baseline for the randomized withdrawal phase).10¢
107 The manufacturers state that clinicians who elect to use risperidone in children
and adolescents with autistic disorder for extended periods should periodically re-
evaluate the long-term risks and benefits of the drug for the individual patient.104 115

Although not curative, pharmacologic agents, such as risperidone, generally are
used in children and adolescents with autistic disorder to reduce behavioral
disturbances associated with autism and to help facilitate the child's or adolescent's
adjustment and engagement in intensive, targeted educational interventions.32 3%
104, 105, 106, 107, 108 I clinical studies, risperidone was not found to improve certain
core symptoms of autism (e.g., language deficits, impaired social relatedness).2L 32
33, 34, 108 However, the drug was more effective than placebo for improving scores on
subcales for sensory motor behaviors, affectual reactions, and sensory responses in
a controlled study.128 The possible risks, including clinically important weight gain,
tardive dyskinesia, withdrawal dyskinesia, and other extrapyramidal reactions
associated with the drug, should be considered.3L 34 104

Risperidone also has been used in a limited number of adults for the treatment
of autistic disorder and other pervasive developmental disorders.192

Risperidone
@ Risperidone has been described as an atypical antipsychotic agent.

Uses

E Psychotic Disorders  Risperidone is used for the symplomatic man-
agement of psychotic disorders. Drug therapy is integral to the management of
acute psychotic episodes and accompanying violent behavior in patients with
¢chizophrenia and generally is required for long-term stabilization to improve
symptoms between episodes and 1o minimize the risk of recurrent acute epi-
sodes. Antipsychotic agents are the principal class of drugs used for the man-
agement of all phases of schizophrenia and generally are effective in all sub-
types of the disorder and subgroups of patients. Patient response and tolerance
{0 antipsychotic agents are variable, and patients who do not respond to or
tolerate one drug rhay be successfully treated with an agenl from a different
class or with a different adverse effect profile.

Schizophrenia and Other Psychotic Disorders  Efficacy of ris-
idone for the management of psychotic disorders has been established by
controlled stutics of 4-8 weeks' duration principally in patients with schizo-
phrenic disorders in hospital settings. Schizophrenia is a major psychotic dis-
arder that frequently has devastating effects on various aspects of the patient’s
life ‘and carries a high risk of suicide and other life-threatening behaviors.
Manifestations of schizophrenia involve multiple psychologic processes, in-
cluding perception (e.g., hallucinations), ideation, reality testing (e.g., delu-
sions), emotion (e.g., flatness, inappropriate afTect), thought processes (e.g.,
loose associations), behavior (e.g., catatonia, disorganizdtion), attention, con-
centration, motivation (e.g., avolition, impaired intention and planning), and
judgment. 'The principal manifestations of this disorder usually are described
in terms of positive and negative (deficit) symptors, and more recently, dis-
organized symptoms. Positive sympioms include hallucinations, delusions, bi-
zarie behavior, hostility, uncooperativeness, and paranoid ideation, while neg-
ative symptoms include restricted range and intensity of emotional expression
(affective flatteniing), reduced thought and speech productivity (alogia), anhe-
donia, ‘apathy, and decreased initiation of goal:directed behavior (avolition).
Disorganized symptoms include disorganized speech (thought disorder) and
behavior and poor attention. For additional information on the symptomatic
management of schizophrenia, see Uses: Psychoneurologic Disorders, in the
Phenothiazines General Statement 28:16.08,24.

In clinical studies principally in patients with schizophrenia, risperidone
was. more effective than placebo and at least as effective as typicul (e.z., hal-
operidol, perphenazine) and certain atypical (e.g., olanzapine) antipsychotics
in the treatment of schizophrenia, Data from limited clinical studies indicate
that risperidone improves both positive and negative manifestations of schizo-
Phnjmia, but that such improvements may not be substantially greater than those
dchieved by haloperidol, a typical antipsychotic. Risperidone was more cffec-
tive than haloperidol.in preventing relapse’in adult outpatients with clinically
stable schizophrenia or schizoaffective disorders who were assigned 1o receive
dth_ci' drug for a minimum of 1 year. In this study, approximately 25% of
patients who received usual dosages of risperidone had relapsed by the end of
the study compared with approximately 40% of those receiving usual dosages
of haloperidol. In these studies, improvement in manifestations of schizophre-
ma was based on the results of various psychiatric rating scales, including the
:il'lef Ps.w_:hiatric Rating Scale (BPRS) that assesses factors such as anergy,
& ought disturbances, activation. hostility/suspiciousness, and anxiety/depres-

tipsychotic agents or risperidone o be reasonable first-line drugs for the
X agement of the acute phase of schizophrenia. Risperidone miy be partic-
arly useful in patients who c::c{wricncc extrapyramidal reactions with typical
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ATYPICAL ANTIPSYCHOTICS
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antipsychotic agents since the drug appears Lo cause fewer extrapyramidal re-
actions at clinically effective dosages, Some authorities state that risperidone
or hewer atypical antipsychotic agents (such as olanzapine) also may be ad-
vantageous in patients who have not responded adequately to therapy with a
conventional antipsychotic agent. However, the efficacy of atypical antipsy-
chotics, other than clozapine, in treatment-resistant schizophrenia has yet to be
established, and the possible clinical benefits of risperidone therapy should be
weighed against the potential drawbacks, including its higher cost compared
with standard agents and the lack of a parenteral preparation of the drug.

Geriatric Considerations.  Although risperidone has been studied for use
in the management of psychosis and aggression in institutionalized geriatric
patients with moderate to severe dementia of the Alzheimer’st type (Alzhei-
mer's disease, presenile or senile dementia), vascular dementiaf, or a combi-
nation of the 2 types of dementia (i.e., mixed dementiaT), there is evidence
that use of the drug in geriatric patients with dementia may be associated with
an increased risk of adverse cerebrovascular events. In randomized, placebo-
controlled studies in nursing home residents with dementia, risperidone at 4
dosage of approximately 1 mg daily was more effective than placebo in de-
creasing psychotic and behavioral symptoms (e.., aggression, agitation) of
dementia, as assessed by the Behavioral Pathology in Alzheimer's Disease
scale (BEHAVE-AD) and the Cohen-Mansfield Agitation Inventory (CMAL).
However, evidence from these studies showed a significantly higher incidence
of adverse cerebrovascular events such as stroke and transient ischemic attacks
(T1As) relative to placebo. (See Cautions: Geriatric Precautions.) Conse-
quently, the manufacturer states that risperidone has not been shown o be sufe
or effective in the management of psychosis in patients with dementia.

m Autistic Disorders  Risperidone has been used for the management of
severe behnvioral problems associnted with autistic disorderst, Results of an
opei-label study and a separate, randomized, double-blind, placebo-controlled
study indicate that risperidone is an effective treatment for decreasing some of
the more distuptive behavioral problems (e.2.. aggression, anger/uncooperit-
tiveness, hyperactivity, self-injurious behavior, tantrims) in children and ad-
olescents (5-17 years of aget) with autistic disorder. Although' not curative,
pharmacologic agents, such as risperidone, generally are used to facilitate the
child’s adjustment and engagement in intensive, targeted educational interven-
tions. Risperidone has not been shown to improve the core symploms of autism
(e.g., language deficits, social withdrawal) and some clinicians state the drug
should be reserved for treatment of moderate to severe behavioral problems
associated with autistic disorders. In addition, the possible risks of clinically
important weight gain, tardive dyskinesia, withdrawal dyskinesia, and other
extrapyramidal reactions associated with the drug should be considered.

Dosage and Administration

m Administration  Risperidone is administered orally, either in'a once-
daily dose or in 2 equally divided doscs daily, Because risperidone can cause
orthostatic hypotension, twice-daily administration may be preferable during
initiation of therapy and in patients who fnay be more susceptible to orthostatic
hypotension, such as geriatric or debilitated patients. If once-daily dosing is
being considerad in geriatric or debilitated patients, it is recommended that the
patient be titvated on a twice-daily regimen for 2-3 days at the target dose,
Subsequent switching to the once-daily dosing regimen can be done thereafter,
Some experts state that once-daily administration of risperidone may be suf-
ficient in most patients receiving maintenance therapy becanse of the extended
half-life of the drug’s principal active metabolite (9-hydroxyrisperidone). Since
food reportedly does not affect the rate or extent of GI absorption of risperi-
done, the drug can be administered without regard to meals. Compatibility tests
show that risperidone oral solution is compatible in the following beverages:
walter, coffee, orange juice, and low-fat milk; such testing also indicates that
risperidone oral solution is nof compatible in cola or te.

Patients receiving risperidone orally disintegrating tablets should be in-
structed not to remove a tablet from the blister until just prior to dosing, The
tablet should not be pushed thraugh the foil. With dry hands, the blister backing
should be peeled completely off the blister. The tablet should then be gently
removed and immediately placed on the tongue, where it rapidly disintegrates
in saliva, and then subsequently swallowed with or without liquid. Risperidone
orally disintegrating tablets should not be divided or chewed.

m Dosage  Schizophrenia  Risperidone has a bell-shaped dose-re-
sponse curve, with therapeutic efficacy of dosages of 12-16 mg daily lower
than that of dosages of 4-8 mg daily. Because dosage informalion contained
in the manufacturer’s labeling principally is derived from early clinical studies
of the drug in patients not typical of the general population of patients treated
in the community (i.e.. in hospitalized, chronically-ill schizophrenic patients
accustomed to high-dose antipsychotic therapies), dosage of risperidone should
be individualized according (o the patient’s response and tolerance. Clinicians
also may consider consulting published protocols for specific dosage infor-
mation, particularly in geriatric or younger patients, and in those experiencing
their first psychotic episode.

The manufacturer’s labeling states that the initial dosage of risperidone
generally is 1 mg twice daily, with dosage increase in increments of 1 mg (wice
daily on the second and third day. as tolerated, to a target dosage of 6-8 mg

For patients who tolerate but do not respond to the initial 0.2-mL (2-mg)
rest dose, a second test dose of 0.4 mL (4-mg) may be administered at the next
observed “off" period, but no sooner than 2 hours after the initial test dose. If
this dose is effective “and well tolerated, a 0.3-ml (3-mg) dose may be used on
an as-needed, outpatient basis to treat existing “of ™ episodes. If necessary, the
dose can be increased in 0.l-mL (1-mg) increments every few days on an
outpatient basis.

If the patient, however, responds to but does not tolerate a test dose of 0.4
ml. (4 mg), a third test dose of 0.3 mL (3 mg) may be administered during a
separate "of” period, but no sooner than 2 hours after the previous 0.4-ml. (4-
mg) test dose, If the 0.3-mL (3-mg) dose is well tolerated and effective, a 0.2-
mL (2 mg) dose may be used on an as-needed, outpatient basis to treat existing
"off* episodes. If the 0.2-mL (2-mg) dose is tolerated, the dose can be in-
creased, if necessary, to 0.3 mL (3-mg) after a few days. In such a patient, the
dose ordinarily should not be increased o 0.4 mL (4 mg) on an oupatient
basis. - '

In clinical trials of apomorphine hydrochloride in patients with parkinso-
nian syndrome, most patients responded to doses of 0.3-0.6 mL (3-6 mg);
average frequency of dosing was 3 {imes daily. Doses exceeding 0.6 mL (6
mg) have not been shown to result in additional therapeutic effect and are not
recommended by the manufacturer. In addition, there is limited experience with
single doses exceeding 0.6 mL (6 mg), administration of more than 5 doses
daily, or total daily doses exceeding 2 mL (20 mg).

Safety and efficacy of a second dose of apomorphine hydrochloride in pa-
tients who did not respond to an initial dose during the same hypomotility
episode have not been established. Therefore, no mare than one dose of apo-
morphine hydrochloride should be administered for the treatment of a single
“off” episode.

If apomorphine therapy has been interrupted for more than one week and
reinitiation of the drug is not contraindicated, therapy should be reinitiated at
adose of 0.2 mlL (2 ing) and gradually titrated to effect.

The manufacturer recommends that the initial test dose and subsequent
starting dose be reduced to 0.1 mL (1 'mg) in patients with mild or maderate
renal impairment. Because increased exposure to apomorphine may oceur in
patients with mild to moderate hepatic impairment, the drug should be used
with caution in such patients. Apomorphine hydrochoride has not been studied
in patients with severe hepatic or renal impairment,

Description

Apomorphine hydrochloride is a nonergot-derivative dopamine receplor
Agonist that is structurally and pharmacologically related to dopamine. In in
Vitro siudies, apomorphine hydrochiloride demonstrated a higher affinity for the
dopamine D, receptor than for dopaming [y, Dy, or Dy receptors. Apomorphine
hydrochloride binds with moderate affinity to a-adrenergic (o, Gy, ) 16
teptors but has little or no affinity for dopamine Dy receplors, serotonergic (5-
H_1 tar 5-HT 0, 5-HTyy, 5-HT,e) receptors, B- or B;-adrenergic receptors, or

Istamine H; receptors.

The exact mechanism of action of apomorphine hydrochloride as an anti-
parkingonian agent has not been fully elucidated but may involye stimulation
of postsynaptic dopamine D, receptors within the caudate-putamen in the brain.
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of parkinsonian syndrome. In particular, apomorphine attenuates the molor
deficits associated with neurotoxin (1-methyl- 4-phenyl-1,2,3.6-tetrahydropyr-
idine ([MPTP])-induced lesions in the ascending nigrostriatal dopaminergic
pathway in primates.

Apomorphine also exhibits potent emetic activity via direct stimulation of
the medullary chemoreceptor trigger zone (CTZ).

Routes of appmarphine metabolism in humans are not known. Potential
metabolic routes include sulfation, N-demethylation, glucuronidation, and ox-
idation. Apomorphine reportedly undergoes rapid auto-oxidation in vitro.

B Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder  Atomoxetine hydro-
chloride is used as an adjunct to psychological, educational, social, and other
remedial measures in the treatment of attention-deficit hyperactivity disorder
(ADHD) (hyperkinetic disorder, hyperkinetic syndrome of childhood, minimal
brain dysfunction) in adults and children 6 years of age and older. Efficacy of
the drug for this indication was established in shori-term (6-9 weeks) controlled
clinical studies in children and adolescents 6-18 years of age and also in 10-
weelk controlled clinical studies in adults who met DSM-1V criteria for ADHD.

In controlled clinical studies in children 7-13 years of age with ADHD,
therapy with atomoxetine (mean final dosage of 1.6 mg/kg daily, administered
in 2 divided doses in the morning and late afternoon for 9 weeks) was more
effective than placebo in decreasing inattention and hyperactive/impulsive
symptoms, as measured by the ADHD Rating Scale-IV-Parent Version
(ADHDRS), Clinical Global Impressions- ADHD-Severity (CGI- ADHD-S),
and Conners Parent Rating Scale-Revised: Short Form (CPRS-R:S). In another
controlled clinical study in children and adolescents 6-16 years of age with
ADHD, therapy with atomoxetine (mean final dosage of 1.3 mg/kg once
daily in the morning for 6 weeks) was more effective than placebo in decreas-
ing inattention and hyperactive/impulsive symptoms, as measured by the
ADHDRS, Conners Parent Rating Scale, and Conners Teacher Rating Scale.

n a randomized, placebo-controlled, dose-response study with atomoxetine
(0.5, 1.2, or 1.8 mgfke daily, administered in 2 divided doses in the morning
and late afternoon for 8 weeks) in children and adolescents 818 years of age
with ADHD, therapy with atomoxetine 1.2 or 1.8 mg/kg daily was more ef-
fective than placeho in decreasing inattention and hyperactive/impulsive symp-
toms, as measured by the ADHDRS, and improving social and family func-
tioning, as measured by the Child Health Questionnaire (CHQ). Patients
peceiving atomoxetine 0.5 mg/kg daily exhibited responses intermediate to
those observed in patients receiving placebo or atomoxetine -at higher dosages
(1.2 or 1.8 mg/kg daily), but no differences in response were observed between
patients receiving dosages of 1.2 versus 1.8 mgfke daily.

In an open-label, multicenter study in boys 715 years of age and girls 7
9 years of age with ADHD, therapy with atomoxetine (up to 2 mg/kg daily,
administered in 2 divided doses in the moming and late afternoon) or meth-
ylphenidate (up to 60 mg daily, administered once daily or in 2 or 3 divided
doses) for 10 weeks produced similar results in the reduction of ADHD symp-
toms: however, double-blind clinical studies are needed to establish the com-
parative efficacy and tolerance of these therapies,

In controlled clinical studies in adults with ADHD, therapy with atomex-
etine (mean final dosage of 95 mg daily, administered in 2 equally divided
doses in the morning and late afternoonfearly evening for 10 weeks) was more
effective than placebo in decreasing inatention and hyperactive/impulsive
symploms, as measured by the Conners Adult ADHD Rating Scale (CAARS).
